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Once again, the presentation of the an-
nual Scientific Report of the Hospital La
Paz Institute for Health Research (Institu-
to de Investigacion Sanitaria del Hospital
Universitario La Paz, IdiPAZ) provides an
opportunity to recognize the achieve-
ments of our researchers. This report
reflects the effort of the forty-eight con-
solidated and emerging research groups
that constitute IdiPAZ, as well as their
associated clinical groups. We congra-
tulate all members for the magnificent
performed work and the achieved results.

Since its establishment in 2009, |diPAZ
has promoted the configuration of multi-
disciplinary teams capable of addressing
several facets of translational research,
bearing in mind the need to generate in-
novation and transfer the results to the
healthcare system. Over the years, we
have maintained a progressive growth of
our scientific activity, which is structured
into six research areas: neurosciences,
cardiovascular, infectious diseases and
immunity, large system pathology, human
cancer and molecular genetics and sur-
gery, and transplants and health techno-
logy. The increasing scientific contribu-



tions performed by our research groups over the previous years have placed |diPAZ among the
top three health research institutes with the best scientific evaluation of Spain.

Despite the difficult current economic situation, the joint efforts of all our members have allowed
us to consolidate the achievements of previous years and maintain a good portion of the acti-
vity conducted. In 2012, IdiPAZ researchers published 971 articles, 750 of which were original,
representing an increase of 12% over the previous year. In addition, the overall impact factor
continued to increase, which in 2012 reached 3,879.32, representing a new record for our centre.
There was also a consolidation in the quality of the source journals, with a mean impact factor
of 4.00 for the second consecutive year and with more than 40% of the manuscripts published
in journals in the first quartile of their subject area. Moreover, the activity of the six areas that
constitute IdiPAZ was very satisfactory, with a production of more than 150 documents in each
area and a high IF.

The present scientific report also shows data reflecting the commitment of IdiPAZ to training and
transfering of biomedical research. The university involvement of most of the research groups
has resulted in high participation in graduate programmes, generating 57 doctoral theses this
year. The activities that have experienced the greatest increase in IdiPAZ over the last years
are those related to innovation and transfer, which have placed us in a position of national lea-
dership. 52 patents and 10 registered trademarks have been obtained, three of which started to
generate returns last year. In addition, our clinical research continues to be very active, placing
us as one of the national centres with the largest number of conducted clinical trials. More spe-
cifically, 238 new contracts for clinical trials were signed in 2012.

We wish to express our admiration for all the professionals who enable the Hospital La Paz Ins-
titute for Health Research (1diPAZ) to continue advancing, which allows us to be optimistic about
the future. There have been many achievements and we are confident that we will achieve many
more. Our human potential and desire to continue progressing represent the best guarantee of
continued success.
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Executive Summary

In 2012, IdiPAZ research groups completed 971 publications, 750 of which were original articles. Fifty-four percent of the
published articles belong to IdiPAZ, which means those documents in which the first or last signatory or the author for
correspondence is a member of the Hospital La Paz Institute for Health Research (Instituto de Investigacion Sanitaria del
Hospital Universitario La Paz).

These figures represent, with respect to the previous year, a 12% increase in the total number of published documents and
a 6% increase in originals. Moreover, a consolidation of the impact of the published documents can be seen. The following
figure shows the progress of the global Impact Factor (IF) for all IdiPAZ publications in recent years. In 2012, the scientific
production of IdiPAZ reached an IF of 3,879.32, which, although an increase of almost 100 points with respect to the previous
year, shows the consolidation of the global impact of the published documents.
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This increase in scientific production was associated with a slight reduction in the mean IF reached by each manuscript
(or mean IF), which was 4.00in 2012. In any case, for the second consecutive year, the mean IF reached the threshold of 4.
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The quality of the journals in which the articles were published has also experienced a marked improvement. In 2008,
11.8% of the articles were published in journals that were in the first decile of their subject area.



In contrast, 18.02% of IdiPAZ articles were published in the first decile in 2012. Moreover, 41.9% of the articles were
published in journals in the first quartile of their field.

The evolution of the distribution by quartile of the articles published in the last five years has shown a sustained increase
in the relevance of the source journals. As shown in the following figure, the percentage of articles published in first-
quartile journals went from 8.9% in 2008 to 41.9% in 2012. Moreover, the percentage of publications in the last quartile or
unindexed journals has been very limited, despite the sethacks experienced by various national biomedical publications.
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If we consider only the o

cond consecutive year, the IF of the originals exceeded the 3,000-point threshold, reaching 3,244.33, which represents the
highest value for this entire series. Moreover, 19.6% of the originals published in 2012 were in first-quartile journals of their
subject area, and 46.3% were in first quartile journals.
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The citation analysis shows that, by the time this report was written, articles published in 2012 had received 1,907 ci-
tations, which represents a citation index of 1.96. For originals, the citation index was 2.26. As shown in the following
figure, the difference between the citation index reached by the originals and that achieved by the totality of the
published manuscripts has increased over the years.
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The degree of integration of IdiPAZ researchers in national and international scientific networks is evidenced by the
high number of articles published in collaboration, which accounts for more than 77% of the total documents publis-
hed. For originals, 61.5% were completed in collaboration with other national institutions and 38.5% in collaboration
with authors from international institutions.

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Collaboration among IdiPAZ research groups is also reflected by the percentage of intramural collaboration, which
reached 14.5% in 2012 for all manuscripts and 12.9% for originals.

The upward trend in scientific activity conducted by the 48 research groups that are part of IdiPAZ is also reinforced
by the analysis of IdiPAZ originals. For working purposes, |diPAZ originals are those articles where the first or last
signatory is a member of the IdiPAZ institute.

In 2012, 361 IdiPAZ’s owned original papers were published, accumulating an impact factor of 923.81. The growth
rates achieved in previous years have been maintained, both in the relative number of published originals and in the
overall impact factor.
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Likewise, there was a clear increase in the quality of journals in which IdiPAZ originals were published. In 2012, 131
IdiPAZ original articles were published in first-quartile journals of their subject area, which represents a 28.4% increase
over the previous year.

2.3.1. Training Committee

The goal of the IdiPAZ training planis to increase unders-
tanding in areas of interest to its researchers. The annual
training offered by the Institute includes activities con-
ducted by HULP (Continuing Education), activities in the
UAM setting (Postgraduate Education) and the Institute’s
own courses related to the specific needs of IdiPAZ
members.

The training committee, after detecting needs (a pro-
cess that includes an online survey of researchers and
meetings with group directors, area coordinators and
experts), prioritises those training activities requested by
the researchers or that respond to the specific needs of li-
nes of research. Proposals from Institute members or ma-
naging agencies, as well as courses requested in addition
to the posts offered and positively evaluated, form part of
the courses to be prioritised. The availability of IdiPAZ
courses must respond to training needs not already cove-
red by the institutions that comprise the Institute.

Each IdiPAZ course is assigned a coordinator (who
works for IdiPAZ or is selected as an expert in the field)
who manages the accreditation of the course by autho-

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rised institutions (CAM, UAM), and ensures science pro-
grammes of the highest level. It is important to note that
the Training Committee encourages the participation of
IdiPAZ personnel as coordinators of their own courses,
always under the aegis of the Committee itself and the
department of continuing education of HULP. The Sup-
port Services and teaching structures of the Institute
collaborate actively and contribute to the quality of the
training process. Procedures for detection, diffusion and
evaluation are linked to the development of the annual
IdiPAZ Training Plan, which is available on the Institute’s
website.

It should be noted that the training design, which is ma-
naged by the IdiPAZ Training Committee, is targeted to
healthcare professionals who conduct research and to
research professionals. Over the three years of activi-
ty there has been marked growth in the participation of
IdiPAZ personnel in the Institute's courses and a high as-
sessment of these courses, which, along with the partici-
patory activity of the Institute members in training issues,
has resulted in high quality training opportunities.

2.4.1. Innovation and Transfer Activities

The Innovation Node of FIBHULP was created in June
2010 within the framework of the ITEMAS Network of the
Carlos lll Institute of Health. Since its creation, the inten-
tion of the Node has been to contribute to a culture of
protecting innovative ideas that are the result of research
activity conducted in IdiPAZ. The Node also intends to
harness the considerable innovative potential generated
within our centre as a precursor to transferring this po-
tential to society.

One of our objectives is for research to have practical
applications for improving health problems, health care,
and all issues arising in regular healthcare practice,
which gives us an advantageous view of these needs.

Over the last three years, researchers and health pro-
fessionals have perceived the Innovation Node as a
resource for innovative ideas, for protecting their inven-
tions and for the subsequent industrial development of
patents, brands, utility models, performance protocols,
computer applications, manuals, databases, etc.

ACTIVITIES

Through the Innovation Node, the various innovative
ideas generated in IdiPAZ that could be transferable
have been identified and analysed. We have implemen-
ted a system that considers the stages of the innovation
process, covering all phases of the process until the
innovation reaches the market. During the time that the
Node has been in operation, we have managed projects
sponsored by the centre itself and have signed collabo-
ration agreements with important private institutions and
organisations to promote innovation.

We continue with our fundamental lines of activity to
reach our objectives:

* Promotion of a culture of innovation protection within
the various sectors that constitute IdiPAZ and the Hos-
pital through seminars on subjects related to the pro-
tection of research results and technology transfer.

e Active search and identification of innovation throug-
hout the medical setting of our centre.

201

* Provision of institutional support for groups that gene-
rate innovation.

* Localisation of new technologies for daily use.

e Active search for the partners needed for the develop-
ment of projects, including technology companies and
industrial and financial partners.

* Organisation of seminars with other centres from
which collaborations might arise that can meet tech-
nological and training needs.

* Preparation and advice for any type of collaboration
agreement with the industrial sector or other research
centres, including attendance at competitive calls for
funding.

* Evaluation of results in terms of their protection and
transfer.

* Protection of research results and management and
promotion of the IdiPAZ technology portfolio.

« Search for licensees for the transfer of results, inclu-
ding existing and yet-to-be-created companies.

* Achievement of the greatest possible impact on socie-
ty and financial return for the institution itself.

The following results have been achieved by the Innova-
tion Unit:

* In addition to the three license agreements signed
over the course of 2010 and 2011, which represented
an achievement for the unit, in 2012 a new license was
signed for a biochip protected under the brand “On-
cohematoarray”.

* The genetic diagnosis biochip licensed the year be-
fore is on sale and is being used in various national
hospitals.

* The Institute's technology portfolio has continued to
grow, not only at the patent level but also in the area
of intellectual property, mainly through the registry of
computer programmes.

* A catalogue of technology offerings (based on te-

chnology data sheets) has been developed, which

includes the complete portfolio of exploitable 1diPAZ
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results. This catalogue will soon be published on the
IdiPAZ website to promote its transfer to the industrial
sector, generate collaborative projects for technolo-
gical development and promote the exploitation of re-
search results. This catalogue will be updated as the
Institute’s technology portfolio grows.

* By virtue of its membership in the ITEMAS Network,
the Unit has continued to strengthen ties and creating
synergies with the members of the Network in order to
achieve its established objectives.

¢ The Unit has participated in various forums and round
tables organised by various participants of the hiome-
dical sector.

*\We are in the advanced phases of signing at least two
new licenses that are based on technologies develo-
ped in our centre.

ganisation, the Quality area of our institution has been
enriched by the progress achieved in the various de-
partments of La Paz University Hospital. The hospital,
with its extensive experience in improving the quality of
care, has continued working intensively during 2012.

The vision of IdiPAZ is to be a reference centre for multi-
disciplinary translational biomedical research at the na-
tional and european level. To achieve this objective, the
institution combines its efforts to ensure the quality of all
its processes, thus ensuring the best service, research
and teaching.

IdiPAZ is committed to a comprehensive quality model
backed by the maturity of the quality management team
of the IdiPAZ institutions. To support and facilitate quality,
the institution maintains a Quality Committee.

During 2012, the Quality Committee developed these prin-
ciples and achieved specific quality objectives. The Qua-
lity Committee has continued working on the certification
of their quality management system according to the ISO
9001:2008 standard of the Committee itself. In turn, this
will be a starting point for the future certification of other
areas of |diPAZ.

Several objectives have been achieved in 2012, such as
the preparation of the Committee’s Manual of Quality, as
well as the IdiPAZ Corporate Manual in which new struc-
tures may be included in the near future.

As a result of this work, a Process Map has been develo-
ped with three main processes: monitoring technical and
scientific quality, support for developing initiatives for the
improvement of IdiPAZ and the analysis of complaints,
suggestions and acknowledgements received from the
researchers.

These processes demonstrate the spirit of this Commit-
tee, which is intended to be a means of communication
between researchers and Management. Through this
Committee suggestions are sent for improving our institu-
tion, whether for the work of researchers or in assistance
in improving the quality of their scientific production. In
these settings, the Quality Committee maintains a close
relationship with the Technical Secretary of IdiPAZ.

Considering that IdiPAZ is a continuously evolving or-

As an example of its extensive experience in this setting,
during 2012 HULP increased its production of protocols,
clinical pathways and its participation in clinical prac-
tice guidelines. The attached tables show the clinical
pathways reviewed in 2012 as well as the protocols deve-
loped or updated in the same period. In addition, the staff
members continuously collaborate in the improvement of
the institution by participating in clinical committees and
creating improvement groups, as well as implementing
satisfaction surveys for patients and professionals.

Moreover, during 2012 significant progress was made by
the departments that started their journey towards 1SO
certification or that have already obtained certification.
As of 2012, 16 departments obtained the certificate ac-
cording to the 1SO Standards 9001:2000 and 9001:2008,
and a number of other departments are in the process of
obtaining the certificate.

In addition to these certificates, HULP is one of the main
spanish centres in the accreditation of reference cen-
tres, services and units of the National Health System
of Spain. In fact, in 2012, the hospital had 17 accredited
units. The centre also has departments that are prepa-
ring themselves for accreditation at other scientific-te-
chnological levels, humanization, etc.

All of these advances in care quality have made it possi-
ble for the culture of quality to be progressively deployed
to all professionals who form part of IdiPAZ.

In short, in 2012 the management of quality at [diPAZ con-
tinued with the primary objective of facilitating the acti-
vities of all professionals that form part of IdiPAZ and of
offering a common reference framework for the achieve-
ment of excellence.

EQUIPMENT

The Section consists olftwo microsurgery rooms, an ope-
rating room and an animal facility.

The microsurgery room has surgical loupes and mi-
croscopes, as well as inhaled anaesthesia systems for
rodents. All experimental procedures with rodents are
‘performed in this-room. Its layout, with fixed and mobile
posts, allows for the implementation of microsurgical and
laparoscopic courses with simulators.

The operating room is equipped with double team surgi-
cal tables and anaesthesia stations with monitoring equi-
pment, which allow for two surgeries to be performed
simultaneously. It is also equipped with laparoscopic,
ultrasound and C-Arm X-ray equipment. All procedures
performed on large animals are carried out here, along
with training courses on surgical, laparoscopic and
anaesthetic techniques.

The animal facility has a total of five rooms for conventio-
nal accommodation of animals, in both the breeding pha-
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se and for experimentation. Two of these rooms have mo-
dular enclosures for housing large species such as pigs,
sheep and rabbits. The remaining three accommodate
rodents (rat, mouse and gerhil). The housing of rodents
has controlled ventilation systems (a ventilated rack for
mice and another for rats) and conventional systems in
shelves. It also has a sealed positive and negative pres-
sure room.

2.1.4 Gell Culture Unit

The IdiPAZ Cell Culture Unit was established as a com-
prehensive joint division to provide research groups ac-
cess to cell related-strategies and technologies. Specifi-
cally, this platform offers effective instrumental, scientific
and technical assistance, and centralized and integrated
support for the proposal and development of multidisci-
plinary research projects in the field of Biomedical and
Health Sciences.

Within the framework of 1diPAZ's policy and other insti-
tutional guidelines, this division contributes to the trans-
lation of biomedical research, by fostering the synergies
and cooperation between clinic and basic-oriented re-
search groups. It also provides a convenient basis for
empowering scientific knowledge, dissemination, inno-
vation and creativity.

The objectives of these challenges and efforts are aimed
at the continuance and improvement of cell culture-rela-
ted technology, services and equipment available on this
platform.

The Cell Culture Unit accomplishes its mission by provi-
ding users (including external research groups) with ac-
cess to knowledge, resources, equipment and assistance
with skilled personnel in experimentation with cell cultu-
res from different sources, both primary and established
celllines. The close collaboration of this department with
other IdiPAZ members not only underlies the optimization
of existing technologies and applications, but also the de-
velopment and implementation of new ones. Moreover,
the dynamism and cooperation with other facilities pro-
vided by IdiPAZ through its platforms and laboratories
enables us to address innovative insights, use techni-
ques and apply methods to obtain a detailed study and
characterization at the molecular and cellular level.

The growth strategy and opportunity of this unit is mainly
based on its broad portfolio of services, integrated infras-
tructure and support model, interaction with research
groups from different disciplines as well as its overlap-

The Cell Culture Platform activities are focused on provi-
ding users with flexible, innovative, and results-oriented
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services in a collaborative and translational research
framework. Generally, the Cell Culture Division offers
support for experimental approaches developed by Idi-
PAZ and non-IdiPAZ scientists on a extensive range of
matters including cell experimentation, consumables and
reagents, equipment and laboratory area, technical as-
sistance, training and research.

The specific support provided by this Unit includes:

e Technical and basic instruction (hands-on training),
according to lab biosafety guidelines and aseptic te-
chniques, in the experimentation while using cell and
tissue cultures.

Access to instrumentation and reagents, assistance
and support for the optimal use of facilities and equip-
ment.

Provision of sterile supplies, disposable labware, con-
sumables and sterile solutions for cell culture work.
General maintenance of the laboratory including pe-
riodic.inspection, cleaning, waste disposal, steriliza-
tion and disinfecting procedures, coordination of the
use of the equipment and execution of the preventive
maintenance program, supply/replacement/stocking
of reagents, chemicals, labware and consumables,
etc.

Scientific and technical management, consultation
and support in planning, development and implemen-
tation of cell culture related-techniques, experimental
design and protocols according to every user’s speci-
fic requirements. This division also offers expertise to
support data interpretation and other requirements.
Performance of experimental procedures by expe-
rienced and highly skilled staff: acquisition, isolation
of cells for culture, cell resuscitation, subculturing and
maintenance, propagation, cryopreservation and ban-
king of cell lines and primary cell cultures, cell density
and viability determination, etc.

Furthermore, and as part of its
commitment to warrant users the optimal development of
their research projects, the contact to other centralised
equipment and affiliated facilities is also provided.

During 2012, the platform has provided assistance and
support to several multidisciplinary users (including prin-
cipal and post-doctoral investigators, pre-doctoral stu-
dents, laboratory technicians, pre-degree student,etc.)

organizations (Roche Farma, Grupo Espaiiol de Investi-
gacion en Sarcomas, Fundacién Mutua Madrilefia, HSF

genia, Fundacion SECOT-Bioibérica-Hyalgan, Fundacién
MAPFRE, etc.) and research networks (EuroNanoMed,
CELLCAM, CIBER-BBN, etc.) associated to targeted re-
search areas such as Neurosciences, Organ system
pathologies, Infectious diseases and immunity, Cancer
and human molecular genetics and Surgery transplant
and health technology. Additionally, this platform has
also kept an active contribution to the progress of docto-
ral theses, publications, book chapters and patents and
also to the collaboration of several IdiPAZ scientists with
international groups and institutions (Institute for Cancer
Research in UK, Max Planck Institute and Universitéts-
Hautklinik in Germany, University of Michigan in USA,
Chang Gung Memorial Hospital in Taiwan).

2.1.9 Automatic Sequencing Lahoratory

The Sanger DNA sequencing laboratory is part of the
structural and functional genomics section of INGEMM
(group 29 of I1diPAZ) and includes technicians and ad-
vanced DNA dideoxynucleotide sequencing equipment
(Sanger method) and DNA marker genotyping.

The sequencing and genotyping quality is ensured by an-
nual participation in various quality control exercises and
the accreditation of results.

OBIETIVES

The objective of the Sequencing Laboratory is to provide
support to the Institute’'s research groups and to other
organisations and companies by placing the laboratory’s
instrumentation at their disposal. The laboratory also
offers technical advising for nonexpert users who wish
to introduce these techniques to their work area.

The available equipment is calibrated to detect various po-
lymorphic markers (MSI, QF-CPA, Profiler, etc.). These ca-
librations allow up to 5 fluorescent markers to be used si-
multaneously (with one reserved for molecular size). Thus,
various allele sizes can be detected in the same sample.

In the sequencing laboratory, requested sequencing
reactions are performed using reagents optimised for the
dideoxynucleotide chain termination or Sanger method.
The reactions are analysed in automated fluorescence-
based sequencing equipment using capillary electropho-
resis (models 3130xI and 3730xI, Applied Biosystems-Life
Technologies). This technique is based on the detection

of DNA fragments labelled with 4 fluorochromes co-
rresponding to the 4 types of nucleotides, which emit
laser-induced fluorescence captured by a CCD (Charged
Coupled Device) camera connected to a computer that
processes the information, which is then visualised by
specialised software.

2.1.6 Inmunohistochemestry and
Image Analysis Laboratory

Bioimaging techniques applied to diagnosis and clinical
or basic research are pillars of research in health scien-
ces. An ever-increasing number of laboratories support
the results of its studies at the molecular, cellular and
body level, with the analysis of marker expression in
human samples and in laboratory animal models. We
are grateful for the support of the Institute of Biomedi-
cal Research of Hospital La Paz for the establishment of
the Image Analysis and Immunohistochemistry Labora-
tory. We have been able to meet the objectives of IdiPAZ
researchers and external researchers who required the
services of the Laboratory to conduct their projects with
a standard of quality and reproducibility to be at the fo-
refront in terms of scientific impact, both at the national
and international level. The Image Analysis and Immu-
nohistochemistry Laboratory is a powerful, high-quality
and innovative platform within IdiPAZ that consists of a
histology area (where the samples are processed by va-
rious techniques) and a microscopy area for subsequent
image analysis.

The Immunohistochemistry section offers an extensive
variety of techniques ranging from routine histological
techniques to immunohistochemical and immunofluo-
rescent techniques in cells, whole organs and tissues,
either frozen, fresh or embedded in paraffin. The Image
Analysis section also includes a Leica DM6000 inverted
fluorescence microscope, two optical microscopes, an
Olympus connected to a scanning programme, and a
Zeiss microscope connected to a digital camera and ima-
ge analysis programmes (LASAF, Image ProPlus, ImageJ,
and Huygens deconvolution confocality simulator.

OBJETIVES

In 2012, there was an increase in the portfolio of inter-
nal and external laboratories that requested studies by
the Immunohistochemistry and Image Analysis platform
of IdiPAZ (twice the amount of paraffined tissue blocks
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were processed than in 2011). In this regard, we have fa-
cilitated the performance of techniques and studies by
laboratory personnel, primarily for researchers external
to IdiPAZ. The number of histological and immunohis-
tochemical techniques offered by the laboratory has
increased, and access to the facilities and training for
research personnel has been facilitated. Our objective is
inform and train users in laboratory work standards ba-
sed on safety, quality and technical innovation criteria.
In this way, we will achieve a higher quality of results
and thereby have a greater impact and dissemination of
scientific articles.

As part of its commitment to innovation and the training
of IdiPAZ research personnel, in 2012 the Immunohisto-
chemistry and Image Analysis Laboratory subscribed to
the Spanish Network of Advanced Optical Microscopy
(REMOA), participating in the REMOA Congress on No-
vember 2012 in Barcelona. We covered the objectives of
technical and scientific advising and collaboration in pro-
cessing and obtaining information by image analysis. In
this way, the laboratory has facilitated a synergy among
IdiPAZ groups that share common techniques and equi-
pment in the laboratory and with other IdiPAZ support
platforms.

Oxidative stress is a key element in the aetiopathoge-
nesis of Parkinson’s disease. Our laboratory studies
the antioxidant protection mechanisms activated by
extracellular signals and how this response could be
regulated pharmacologically to provide a therapeutic
benefit in this disease

To meet these two objectives, we are studying the
role of the neurotrophin-activated PI3K/Akt/GSK-3b
pathway and its role in antioxidant protection. An
important finding of this group was the observation
that this survival pathway regulates the transcription
factor Nrf2, guardian of cellular redox homeostasis.
Using genetically modified rodent models as well as
pharmacological approaches, we are studying the
contribution of this transcription factor in the protec-
tion against oxidative damage and neuroinflammation
caused by the MPTP and 6-OHDA Parkinson's toxins

It is well known that cell-free plasma DNA released
after cell-death can trigger a systemic inflammatory
response in patients with autoimmune diseases
such as systemic lupus erythematosus and can even
predict mortality in critically ill patients. However, no
data are available regarding its clinical value in pa-
tients following an out-of-hospital cardiac arrest

Therefore, our objective is to evaluate the potential
clinical application of cell-free DNA in predicting the
outcome of these patients

The immune system functions as the sixth sense,
detecting microorganisms and microbial toxins. For
example, neurons in the central nervous system
(CNS) can synthesise and express tumour necrosis
factor (TNF) and interleukin-1, and these cytokines
may participate in neuronal communication. It is
now evident that neuropeptides and cytokines are
synthesised by immune cells as well as by the ner-
vous tissues and serve as the molecular basis of a
neuroimmune axis. Brain immunoregulatory outputs
are mediated via the autonomic nervous system.
Sympathetic and vagus nerve innervation of the
thymus, liver, heart, gastrointestinal tract, lungs,
pancreas, and kidneys represent potent pathways
of CNS-derived regulation of innate immunity. The

so-called “inflammatory reflex” is a physiological
pathway in which the autonomous nervous system
detects and localises the presence of an inflam-
matory stimulus

Another interesting research line is the molecular
characterisation of several signalling pathways in
different cell lines of dysplasia in experimental neo-
plasia

The Unit for the Study of Inborn Errors of Purine Me-
tabolism started at La Paz University Hospital in 1980.
Since 1980, 45 patients with HPRT deficiency have
been diagnosed, 30 of whom presented Lesch-Nyhan
disease and the rest partial HPRT deficiency. The
diagnoses have been made based on clinical, bioche-
mical, enzymatic, and molecular data. The molecular
study of these patients has provided carrier and pre-
natal diagnoses in the patients’ families. The unit has
also diagnosed and studied patients with other inborn
errors of purine metabolism including APRT deficien-
cy, xanthine oxidase deficiency, PRPP synthetase
overactivity and familial nephropathy associated with
uromodulin deposits. The unit is also studying the ge-
netic aspects of primary gout and has collaborated
with international researchers from the Purine and
Pyrimidine International Society. The unit is a mem-
ber of the Lesch Nyhan Disease International Study
Group and is collaborating with the Lesch Nyhan
Spanish Association to create the Lesch Nyhan Na-
tional Reference centre at the La Paz University Hos-
pital to study the disease

In the last five years, the unit has obtained four re-
search grants for the study of HPRT deficiency, and
in 2007 the unit was incorporated into the Centre for
Biomedical Network Research on Rare Diseases, (Cl-
BERER, Centro de Investigacion Biomédica en Red de
Enfermedades Raras)

In the last five years, the unit has published approxi-
mately 25 studies related to purine metabolism in
international journals with a high impact factor. In

January 2013 we started a Lesch Nyhan’s clinical
trial. The unit's objectives are to improve the diagno-
sis, treatment and knowledge of the physiopathology
of purine metabolism diseases

The Metabolic-Vascular Unit (MVU) was created in
1993. At the time, Dr. Juan Garcia Puig’s project joined
MDs working at the La Paz University Hospital (HULP)
and primary care centres related to this hospital. The
main research objective was the study of arterial
hypertension by means of ambulatory blood pres-
sure monitoring (ABPM). This group of researchers
was named the MAPA-Madrid group and is known at
HULP as the Metabolic-Vascular Unit (UMV). Dr. Rosa
Torres Jiménez joined the MAPA-MADRID group at
its inception and together with Dr. Juan Garcia Puig
incorporated their studies on purine metabolism into
this group

In its current format, the UMV officially started on Fe-
bruary 1,2008. At that time Dr. Juan Garcia Puig obtai-
ned the position of Associate Professor at the Auto-
nomous University of Madrid and was named Clinical
Chief at the Division of Internal Medicine (Prof. Juan
José Vazquez Rodriguez). In 2006, Dr. Rosa Torres was
given the permanent position of full researcher by the
Spanish National Health System, working at HULP. In
2011, Dr. Garcia Puig was appointed to the position
of Professor of Universidad Autonomas de Madrid. In
February 2013, Dr. Garcia Puig was named Clinic Chief
of the 10th floor (one of the three Internal Medicine
wards at La Paz University Hospital) and two additio-
nal MDs will be incorporated into the group (Dr. Tere-
sa Sancho and Dr. Angel Robles) on 2013

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Our group is a well-established research group with
more than 30 years of experience in the study of the
mechanisms involved in the functional, structural and
mechanical alterations of the vasculature in various
cardiovascular pathologies such as ageing, diabetes
and, in particular, hypertension

The group is located at the Faculty of Medicine (UAM)
and maintains research collaborations with inves-
tigators at various universities in Spain and in other
countries. Qur main objective is to gain further insight
into the physiological and molecular mechanisms in-
volved in alterations of resistance and conductance
arteries in cardiovascular pathologies. To conduct
our research, we generally use various experimental
approaches including in vivo animal models, ex vivo
experiments and in vitro cell-based studies combined
with physiological, pharmacological and molecular
biology techniques.

Although great progress has been made, HIV infec-
tion remains an incurable disease. Even under the
best circumstances, HIV-infected patients who recei-
ve current antiretroviral therapy have a survival di-
sadvantage compared with the general non-infected
population, which is estimated to be a life expectancy
of 15 years less than the general population

HIV infection is highly prevalent in Spain. Among
western european countries, Spain has the second
highest prevalence

An important local characteristic of the HIV-infected
population in Spain is the high prevalence of hepatitis
C coinfection

This research line covers four main topics of re-
search in HIV infection: antiretroviral treatment,
HIV-HCV coinfection, metabolic complications and
HIV-resistance to antiretroviral drugs. In addition, we
are planning to start another research project on in-
fections other than HIV
